‘%' Try one of these four ways this Lent / Easter...

1) Give a gift of a Catholic CD to
every family for Easter. Reach vibrant Catholics, includ-
ing those who have never picked up a CD, as well as
those who come to Mass only one or two times a year.

Within one week we had enough to order the 700 CDs! People
were quick to donate as they wanted to share the CDs with others.”

“I used memorial money for a CD for each family. | placed a label
on each CD that said, ‘Gift donated in memory of Andy.’ | heard
one say it was a wonderful way to honor Andy, and | know many
think of Andy and pray for him when they hear the CD.”

2) Give every family one of two
CDs for Easter and invite people to listen throughout the
week and exchange the CD for the other title the follow-
ing weekend. This option offers ‘a next step’ for those
who are inspired by their first CD.

3) Create excitement by circulating
smaller quantities of 3 CD titles throughout your parish
throughout Lent - a great alternative if unable to provide
a CD for every family.

4) Offer bundles of seven titles
(ask a suggested donation of $20) and
encourage people to listen to a CD a week —
for their Lenten devotion and one for Easter.
